Troop 151 Paddles

1. Commemorates Resident Camps, High Adventure Treks/Hikes, or extended Training courses that the Troop Scouts/Scouters have attended or participated in since the Troop’s founding and chartering.

2. Camp emblem: Camp, Council, or Program symbol

3. Band color(s): indicate majority of badges/awards/program worked on by Scouts/Scouters:
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Blue – Aquatic (Swimming, Lifesaving, Canoeing, Rowing, Smallboat Sailing, Motorboating, BSA Lifeguard, Snorkeling, Kayaking, Windsurfing, etc.)

b. Green – Nature (Bird Study, Insect Study, Astronomy, Forestry, Nature, Geology, Soil and Water Conservation, Environmental Science, Fish and Wildlife Management, Weather, Oceanography, Mammal Study, Reptile and Amphibian Study) 

c. Black – Handicraft (Woodcarving, Leatherwork, Metalwork, Indian Lore, Basketry, Pottery, Archaeology)

d. Red – High Adventure, Philmont, Seabase, Northern Tier, 50 Miler Award, Historic Trails Award

e. Green/Blue– Field Craft (Camping, Cooking, Pioneering, Orienteering, Hiking, Wilderness Survival, Backpacking, Climbing, First Aid, Paul Bunyan Award)

f. Red/Blue– Field Sports (Archery, Rifle Shooting, Shotgun Shooting, Fishing, Fly Fishing, Sports, Athletics, Personal Fitness)

g. Red/Green – Miscellaneous (Space Exploration, Computers, Art, Citizenship in the Community, Citizenship in the Nation, Citizenship in the World, Crime Prevention, Fingerprinting, Electronics, etc.)

h. Green/Black – National Youth Leadership Training, National Advanced Youth Leadership Experience, Wood Badge

i. Red/Black – National Jamboree (alternative: Red/White/Blue)


j. Blue/Black – World Jamboree (alternative: host Country’s colors), International Camporee
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
